New laws requiring all pet cats to be 
microchipped came into force on 10th 
June. 

All pet cats must now be microchipped 
and registered so that owners can be 
more easily located if they go missing. If 
you do not chip your cat, you risk a £500 
fine. Microchipping is quick and pain 
free, and can be carried out by a Vet or a 
Registered Veterinary Nurse.
